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Sketchpad tools can be used to create symmetric wallpaper patterns of the 17 possible types, but also to analyze existing symmetric patterns such as Escher prints by bringing them into Sketchpad.  For example, tools can be used to create the icons in this pattern showing 90-degree rotation centers (squares) and 180-degree centers (rhombi).  Also, a tool can create this pattern of centers of rotation formed from a 90-degree rotation at A and a 180-degree rotation at B.
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Then the centers can be superimposed on symmetric patterns, either created in Sketchpad or pasted graphics.  This shows the centers of symmetry that must be present.
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Tools for generating patterns will also be demonstrated.
